Examples 
include use of quilting, sewing, weaving, and/or knitting in the construction and could be quilts, garments, 
art projects, or something else that fits the criteria. A requirement for the scholarship recipient will be to 
present the completed textile related project to the Foothill Quilters Guild at one of their monthly meetings, 
usually in June. 

This application must be accompanied by: 
 A description of the project including a picture of the project or a drawing of the expected outcome. 
 A brief statement explaining your interest in textiles and how textiles will fit into your future. 
 Two letters of recommendation one from a teacher and one from a community member. 
 An unofficial school transcript. 
 A completed and signed application form returned postmarked by Friday, April 8, 2026.
